TEE Machine Acquired at LGH for Patient Bene t

As a testament to the e ectiveness of your support as donors to —— e T
the LGH, the Foundation was able to recently acquire a Siemens =&
Acuson Sequoia transesophageal echocardiography (TEE) ma-
chine, which is presently being used for treatment in many areas
of the hospital: in emergency and elective surgery, in the operat-
ing room, the recovery room, and in the intensive care unit.

The TEE machine is not merely a new machine that will be
collecting dust in a corner of the hospital. Dr. Raymond Hasel,
the Director of the Intra-operative TEE program, a ve-time
published author on TEE, and a physician at our hospital, is proud
to note that the LGH was one of the rst community hospitals
in the province of Quebec and in Canada to have anaesthesiolo-
gists using TEE to improve patient care. According to Dr. Hasel,
the LGH is one of the pioneers in using transesophageal echo-
cardiography for non-cardiac surgery (as the Lakeshore does not
perform heart surgeries), as a way to visualise and monitor the
heart anewer trend in which the LGH is at the forefront.

The style of your health care will be changing with the construc-
tion of the so-called MUHC superhospital.

The most complex
and/or severe cases for example, open heart surgery and liver
transplants ~ will be handled by the superhospital. Your
community hospital will handle all other cases.

If the severity of your injuries
necessitates more complex medical procedures, you will be tri-
aged and transported to the superhospital for further care.

Wouldn t it be most logical to ensure that you are taken care of
by top-notch physicians and with state-of-the-art equipment at
your rst-line stop in emergency medical care?

This is your community hospital; by
working together, we can achieve our goals and be proud of all
of our accomplishments.

TEE Machine continued

Dr. Hasel explained the function of the machine to explain how
truly e ective it will be for changing the face of health care at the
LGH and in our community. The machine is an ultrasound of the
heart, but images are produced through the esophagus instead
of the chest. When a patient is under general anaesthesia, he or
she cannot be moved around so that doctors could see the heart.
Instead, the ultrasound transducer is inserted into the esophagus
directly behind the heart so that it could be clearly visualized.
This allows doctors to see very detailed images of the beating
heart in real-time. As well, the machine allows the anaesthesiolo-
gist to diagnose the cause of heart malfunction, whether under
general anaesthesia or not.

[The machine] makes providing care safer, as TEE is considered
the clinically most diagnostic tool to nd out what is going wrong
with the heart, Dr. Hasel observed.

The machine has many uses for a variety of medical specialties.
While, according to Dr. Hasel, anaesthesiologists at the LGH use
the machine the most, cardiologists are also using the TEE. He
explained that while anaesthesiologists tend to use the TEE for
monitoring purposes, cardiologists tend to use the TEE for diag-
nostic reasons. He also mentioned that radiologists and emer-
gentologists are also using the machine in other centres.

TEE is a cutting-edge technology that improves patient safety
and reduces the risk of medical errors, by taking the guess work
out of treating our patients, Dr. Hasel asserted. It reduces mor-
bidity complications, such as heart attacks after surgery and
mortality rates because it provides precise and accurate informa-
tion to the anaesthesiologist who is treating the patients.

Dr. Hasel was instrumental in the launch of the Intra-Operative
TEE Program at the LGH, which began in 1996, and was acceler-
ated with the acquisition of the machine in March 2009.

The program has been greatly improving patient care, allowing
older and sicker patients to be operated on at the Lakeshore, and
[allowing] safer care for those undergoing emergency surgery,
he observed. It will give patients ease of mind knowing that
their anaesthesiologists have the latest, cutting-edge technol-
ogy to use, providing the highest possible standard of care.

Dr. Hasel believes that the greatest bene tof utilizing the TEE will
be for the West Island resident themselves. It will allow West Is-
land patients to go into surgery with the con dence that they are
getting the best possible care, and should something go wrong,
their anaesthesiologists will have the best tools to nd out what
the problems are, and how to treat them.

Dr. Hasel would like to see additional developments in the In-
tra-Operative TEE program. If you would like to support further
innovations in Anaesthesia and Pain Management, he noted,
please consider a donation to the Happydural Fund at the LGH
Foundation.

The TEE machine is a wonderful example of how donor support
can truly make a di erence by implementing better technology
to provide the best possible care, to reduce preventable medical
errors, and to improve outcomes and e  ciency of care.
